Presidentõs Message 

Summary of  Riverview Community Centre Board Minutes  
Detailed minutes available at www. riverviewcc.ca  

I.  Summary of Riverview Community Centre Monthly Board Meeting - March 24th  
There is a need for a coherent audit,  Hockey finances and some of the difficulties involved in hockey funding were outlined, including the 
costs involved in uniform purchases. Jino shared his plan to hold a financial planning session, and  expressed the need to develop an overall 
strategic plan for the community centre as we move forward to in the next few years. Mike expressed his need for Board input on the details 
of the Building Use Policy. Jino recommended having a separate policy for fundraisers and tournaments. The difficulties of navigating the 
rules and regulations the City of Winnipeg maintains was discussed.  aƛƪŜ {ŎƘǳƭǘȊ ǾƻƭǳƴǘŜŜǊǎ ǘƻ ŀŎǘ ŀǎ ŀ ΨǎǇŜŎƛŀƭ ŜǾŜƴǘǎΩ ŎƻƻǊŘƛƴŀǘƻǊΣ ƘŜƭǇƛƴƎ 
with the Spring Carnival, movie nights, dance nights, etc. 
Excess costs and ways to defray/reduce Zamboni costs discussed. Several extra charges related to the emergency rental of the Zamboni were 
outlined for the Board, and the avenues available to us to see these reduced was discussed. 

II.  Summary of Riverview Community Centre AGM  
Successes this past year include the improvement of our play structure, with funding assistance from Jenny Gerbasi, successful summer 
camps and drop-in centres, and the new parking lot. Bev recognizes the significant contributions of Families Forward and Green Team. Bev 
emphasizes the importance of the volunteers, recognizes their great contributions and thanks them. 
Jim Falloon presides over the election of a new board:  Jesse Thorne-Finch as Secretary, Leonne Bilodeau accepts as Treasurer, Jino Distasio 
as Vice-President, Beverly Suek as President. Cathy Gervais is trading soccer for basketball convenor-ship. 
Jino Distasio discusses some new projects for the upcoming year and the need to develop a Strategic Plan. Jino hopes to lead an effort to 
develop this plan.  Leonne reiterates we need a three or five year Strategic Plan to manage our limited resources. Leonne discusses the chal-
lenges our income has faced, such as unexpected expenses and cost overruns for certain programs. The Garage Sale, 4x4 Tournament and 
Trivia Night and Reflector brought in some income.  Bev Suek, on behalf of Pat Fedirchuk, notes $15,000 was raised:  she highlights the dona-
tions of gift certificates by Bistro 7 ¼. 

III.  Riverview Community Centre Board Meeting:  April 19th 2010 
In Attendance: Beverly Suek, Jesse Thorne-Finch, Mike Schultz, Dan Lett, Jino Distasio, Jennifer Partridge, Dave Kressock, Ryan Rolston 
Observer: Sheila Howlett 
Dan Lett discusses how dissolution of the Pembina Trails Hockey Assoc. will affect the hockey community in Riverview.  Jino provides an up-
date on soccer programming and the plans for the upcoming months, including fundraising issues and  field maintenance.    
Mike discusses his progress in developing a facilities-use policy.  The Board feels it is important to retain its control over these decision-
making processes. 
Jino has researched new rink lights. Surplus lighting from closed centres may be acquired  as replacements.  There are challenges due to defi-
cits in our current wiring.  
The Centre has secured over 120,000$ for bathroom upgrades. Dave Kressock explained  that the bathrooms will be gutted, the functions of 
the rooms will be switched and an emphasis will be on barrier-free access. Several features (new lighting, new flooring) will be deferred so 
vital components of the upgrades can be completed.  
Jennifer Partridge discussed some of the challenges that fundraising efforts have experienced over the last year. A great number of non-
profits have cited a nearly 40% reduction in donations. Therefore, the Centre should temper its expectations for the fund drive in 2010.  

The Board discusses a variety of other financial issues and ways to increase fundraising.  The possibility of corporate fundraising was sug-
gested.  Advertising possibilities on the website discussed. It was determined that we would not allow general advertising on the website but 
we are willing to consider partnering with local businesses and advertise for them on the website.  
Jino outlines the costs, charges and fees for adult soccer, with revenue of. 11,000$ or 12,000$ anticipated this year.  There are also over 120 
mini-soccer players (youths)

of these are thanks to grants from the Community Places, Accessibility Grants, Jenny Gerbasi, GCWCC, Canada Jobs Fund, the 
Green Team, Families Forward and RVCC staff. 

 The bad news is that our operating expenses for utilities and repairs and staff are exceeding our income.  The city pays for less 
than half what is required to keep the Centre open and run programs.  The rest we have to cover from donations and grants, 
and with the help of volunteers.  Unfortunately, we need more than we have.  We will have to do without a General Manager 
for awhile and reduce the programs and the hours of operations. 

 We would like to see the City provide more support to community centres across the city.  Many have buildings but no staff 
and therefore are mostly closed.  Please talk to your neighbours and friends about this important issue.  Having a place for kids 
to be active, and for families to enjoy playing together, is essential for building strong and healthy communities.

Mix:   1 C. Salt 
 1/2 C. Water 
 2 Tbsp. Vegetable oil 
Add:   2 C. Flour 
After shaping, the clay can be baked at 
250 *F for several hours.  This is actually 
quite hard.  It can be painted after and 
glazed with shellac.

1 C.  White Flour 
1/4 C.  Salt 
2 Tbsp.  Cream of Tartar 
Combine and add: 
1 C.  Water 
2 tsp.  Vegetable Food Colouring 
1 Tbsp. Oil

And now, Riverview and Lord Roberts are the first communities in Winnipeg 
to launch a similar program.
